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Anomaly Scan: A Detailed Look

The anomaly scan, also called the mid-pregnancy ultrasound or Level 2 scan, is
one of the most important ultrasound examinations during pregnancy. It is
usually performed between 18 and 20 weeks of gestation, a stage when the
baby’s organs are well developed and clearly visible on ultrasound.

The main aim of the anomaly scan is to assess the baby’s
growth and development and to detect any structural
abnormalities at an early stage. It is a detailed examination
that looks beyond basic growth parameters.

What Does the Scan Examine ?

During this scan, the ultrasound expert carefully evaluates:

Brain and skull - overall structure and development

Face - lips, nose, and eyes (to rule out conditions like cleft lip)
Spine - to check for defects such as spine bifida

Heart - structure, chambers, and major blood vessels

Lungs Abdomen - stomach, kidneys, and urinary bladder
Limbs - arms, legs, hands, and feet

Placenta and umbilical cord - Position and Attachment
